Regular Meeting of Trustees

October 15, 2009


A regular meeting of the Board of Trustee of North Canyon Improvement District was held October 15, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.


Tony Aryan presided.  Trustees present:  Randy Moore, Michael Bachynski and Michael Byrne, Morris Widish.  Administrator present:  Ila Carrington.  Operator Present:  Dale Beebe.  


Penny Jackson attended the meeting to appeal the decision for second connection charges as made by the Board at the September 1, 2009 meeting.  Penny Jackson presented documentation and arguments in support of her appeal, copies of which are attached to these minutes.  The Board will reconsider in light of the arguments made.  Penny Jackson left the meeting.  Trustee Bachynski will contact Michele Saunders at the Ministry of Community Development to determine if the Resolution increasing the connection fees is binding. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Trustee Widish moved the minutes of the meeting of September 1, 2009 be approved.  Seconded by Trustee Moore.

ADDITIONS TO AGENDA


There were no additions to the Agenda.

OLD BUSINESS:


Disinfection update:  Trustee Moore stated he is still waiting to hear from BI Pure Water with the updated costing.   It is imperative the Board knows the approximate total cost before committing financially.


Irrigation line:   To be covered under Water Management Task Force in New Business. 

By-law for voting process at AGM:    Wording for voting requirements is outlined in the Improvement District Manual, therefore a by-law may not be required.  Trustee Bachynski will contact the Ministry of Community Development to confirm.   Should a by-law be required, Trustee Byrne will draft it.


Resume for back-up operator:  Ray MacDonald has been contacted but requires a guarantee of hours.   Due to the nature of the position it is not possible to guarantee hours; however, once disinfection is in place daily chlorine levels will need to be monitored, which may increase the need and hours for a second operator.  Trustee Byrne suggested the position be looked at as long term, particularly in the event the present Operator retires. Ray MacDonald will be asked to cover for the short term until a candidate can be found.  Trustee Widish will ask Ray MacDonald to come to the next Board meeting.  It was suggested to look into job training through the school or college.

Legal Threat:   Trustee Bachynski was unable to find any other Improvement District with a similar threat or means of dealing with same.   The output from the task force may have implications for the risk of such threats, so it is advisable to wait until the proposals are firmly in place. 

Website:  The Website Administrator, Pamela from Regional District of Central Kootenay, has confirmed the District can have space on it’s website.  Only basic information would be available.  Permanent information would be the names of the Trustees and Administration; the District’s telephone number and the email address.    Temporary information will be the date of the next meeting, the agenda for the next meeting, minutes of previous meetings, statistics on water usage, news such as new by-laws, etc., and water quality.  Trustee Byrne will work with the RDCK to set everything up.

Dale Beebe WCB Claim:  A letter was received from WorkSafe BC advising of a review of the claim and requesting notification by the board, prior to October 7, 2009, if the Board wished to participate in the review process.  The letter, which was dated September 22, 2009, was not received in time for the board to make a decision.  The Administrator will contact WorksSafe BC to advise of this and see what recourse the Board may have.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT REPORT:  

Administrator, Ila Carrington, reported the bank balance as of October 14, 2009 to be $102,097.26.  A Trial Balance was provided to October 14, 2009.  Trustee Byrne questioned what each bank account was for.  The Royal Bank is the operating account, the Credit Union is a term deposit, and the Renewal Reserve and Capital Expenditures Account are required accounts, which require permission from the Ministry to draw from. 

OPERATOR’S REPORT:


Operator Dale Beebe reported line repairs have been very busy this past month.  An account should be opened with Home Hardware.  Trustee Widish asked if pipes are inspected periodically.  

BUDGET:   


The budget will be based on the Water Management Task Force outcomes.

Operator Dale Beebe presented a work sheet from Ted Olsen for casual labour in the amount of $120.00.  The payment to BI PureWater will be postponed until further information is received by Trustee Moore.  Payment to Marco Excavating will also be withheld until Operator Dale Beebe can speak with Harold Krukewich to determine if the work was done.  Trustee Aryan motioned the balance of the bills be paid.  Trustee Bachynski seconded.

PASSED

Trustee Aryan requested correspondence be addressed next.

CORRESPONDENCE:


All correspondence received prior to meetings needs to be scanned and emailed to all Trustees.


A letter was received from Dean Bloodworth, Cherie Griffett, Todd Marshall and Linda Marshall requesting potable water be provided to 5126 Mehrer Road, Lot 93, Plan 730-C in order that the lot may be subdivided.  The property does not have a line to it and nor would there be enough pressure.  The property does not appear to be within the boundaries of the District.  A letter will be sent stating the documents on file do not indicate the lot is within the District boundaries and the onus will be on the registered owners will need to provide proof that it is. 


Trustee Byrne requested the Water Management Task Force report be moved up on the Agenda.

NEW BUSINESS CONTINUED:


Water Management Task Force:  Trustee Byrne presented a progress report (attached to these minutes) on the findings of the task force with immediate, short term and long term plans.  The report suggests immediate adoption of the conditions for water re-allocation and changes to water sources document.  Dale Beebe stated Stage 1 (being dynamic head above the 10” pump restricting sprinkling to lawns during permitted hours) should always be in effect.  Farmers require more consecutive watering time; therefore Stage 2 should be changed to reflect a six-hour option.  Stage 2 should state no lawn watering.  Trustee Byrne will make the changes and bring these changes to the next task force meeting. 


The short-term strategy will be for Phase 1 of the dedicated irrigation line, connecting 15 large irrigation users to the Goat River well.  Trustee Byrne motioned the Board conduct a formal tendering process for the tasks contained in Phase 1 of the dedicated irrigation line project as a necessary step to confirm the overall cost of the project.  Seconded by Trustee Widish.   Ken Miller has a list of the 15 landowners.  Trustee Byrne requested a letter in writing from Interior Health stating an engineering report will not be required.  Trustee Moore suggested the scope of the project has not yet been determined and this needs to be taken care of prior to a motion being passed.  Trustee Byrne amended the motion that the Water Management Task Force will specify what the scope of Phase 1 is to be and the Board’s nominee will determine the necessity for Engineering Plans or not.  Seconded by Trustee Aryan.


PASSED


Trustee Moore stressed the use of Camp Run Creek after some minor repairs.  Trustee Moore has walked the creek and noted four places in need of repair.


Phase I of the project will be along Canyon-Lister Road.  Phase II will be Camp Run Creek to Canyon-Lister Road.


Small Water Users Association of BC workshop:    Due to time commitments of the Trustees no one is available to take the workshop.


Water Sampling Protocol:  Trustee Widish will discuss this document with Dan Byron from Interior Health.

SCADA:  Two weeks of data has been lost.  Due to time constraints of the meeting the matter is tabled until the next meeting.

Tangible Capital Assets Requirement:  Trustee Bachynski has contacted a few people who could assess the tangible capital assets, which will be required accounting practice for 2009.  Due to time constraints of the meeting the matter is tabled until the next meeting.

Delinquent Accounts:  The Administrator shall write letters to those who have unpaid accounts advising that if payment is not received prior to December 31, 2009, water to the residence will be shut off and a $50.00 charge will apply.  Another $50.00 charge will be applied to turn the water back on once the account is paid in full.

2010 Taxes and Tolls Rates:  Due to time constraints of the meeting the matter is tabled until the next meeting.


The next meeting will be held November 12, 2009 at the North Canyon Improvement District’s office.
