                                   General Meeting – March 30, 2010

Meeting was called to order by President Les Mawson at 7.05 p.m.

25 members were in attendance

Old Business:

Constitution & By-Laws - There was a discussion regarding the numbering of some of the items in the by-laws as presented to the Association.  This will be corrected before they are sent to the Province of B.C. for approval.  There were also questions regarding the meeting place for the Association, and this was explained.  The map of Erickson was on display and the boundaries were explained. The map will be reduced in size before being added to the package being sent to the Province.  It was moved by Ralph Moore and seconded by Brad Rae that we accept the by-laws as changed.   

Proposal of Share Ownership in the Creston Valley Forest Corporation:  There were questions regarding any liability resulting from our becoming a shareholder in the CVFC.  These were discussed again.  The members were informed that we would be taking over the share previously held by the Creston Economic Development Corporation.  A question of insurance coverage was discussed.  It was noted that the CVFC has insurance for Directors of the Board.  They also have insurance of $3 million for error & omission coverage.  There were questions about any changes by the Province of B.C. regarding forest practices.  It was stated that there would be more responsibility for the tenure holders and less for the government, and this would not affect our position on the CVFC.  

It was moved by Ralph Moore that we officially apply to become a shareholder of the Creston Valley Forest Corporation, seconded by Merv Sloss.  Carried.

It was noted that this vote was carried by more than 75% of the members present.

Les read out the proposed duties of our representatives on the CVFC board.  A request for volunteers was made to be on the CVFC committee.   Applicants were:  Elvin Masuch, Brad Rae, Jim Posynick, Les Mawson, and Ralph Moore offered to be on the initial steering committee, but would be unable to be a permanent committee member, as he is already a Director representing the RDCK.  Les is unable to attend the meeting on April 1, 2010 and Gloria Preston volunteered to attend in his absence.  The meetings are held in the Creston Chamber of Commerce boardroom, (old Creston Builders building) at 4 pm.  

History of Erickson:  Sharon Brennan gave a report on the progress to date of the reunion to be held on June 29th & 30th.  Bids have been received for the food preparation for the reunion, but have not been awarded as yet.  A request for anyone able to provide some “ethnic” food was made.  They should contact Sharon if anyone is interested in doing this.  There is a proposed silent auction, and Sharon requested if anyone could find some antique items for this to let her know.  Elvin gave a brief report on the history of Erickson Water.  The system was originally built in 1929 for $150,000.  A report on the building of the fountain in Erickson was given.  There is a plaque on the fountain with the names of the first trustees.  It is the 80th anniversary of the fountain and this will be celebrated during the reunion event.  There will be opening & closing speeches, but no official sit down banquet will be held, as this will be more informal.  People are also able to bring their own picnic lunch to the event. A request was also made if anyone knew Earl Berney to please let Sharon know.

Area B Director John Kettle announced that he would give a grant in aid to the History Project of Erickson of $1,000.00 to help defray the costs of the event. 

Sharon also has a DVD of photos of Erickson to show the group, when a lap top computer is available.

Minutes:  The minutes from our previous meeting on January 26th were adopted as circulated.  

Treasurer’s Report:  The current bank balance is $7,537.67.  There were 210 vests purchased in February, for the walk safe program.  

Walk Safe Program:  Brad suggested that 30-40 vests be given to the Erickson School for use by the students who leave the school property for a walking program.  Seconded by Julie Groot.  Carried

Some vests and arm bands will be given to Tom Chernoff to be given to walkers.

Jeannie Longhurst noted that the Fun Pape has donated paper and  photocopying for our meeting notices.  Our thanks to Ed Wishlow for this service over the years.

Tom Chernoff & Les Mawson will help with the putting up of the meeting signs at the mailboxes.  

Julie Groot invited people to attend a concert at the Snoring Sasquatch  to be held on April 17th.
