Erickson Community Association
General Meeting – December 1st, 2009
Meeting was called to order by President Les Mawson following the Annual General Meeting. 
20 members were in attendance

Minutes – The minutes from our previous meeting on June 2nd were accepted as circulated and read. 
Old Business:

Walk Safe – The report was covered thoroughly previously during the AGM.  Questions, why has the last sign not been erected?  Answer, the Dept of Highways has dropped the ball and needs to be prompted for action.  Nothing further was to be added.
Erickson History Project – Sharon Brennan reported that plans are underway for a Celebration of Erickson to take place on Jun 29 and 30, 2010 at Erickson School.  We wish to coordinate with the Canyon Reunion Celebration being held on Jul 1st.  She and her committee have been pleased with many who have contacted then from both near and far to share their stories and pictures.  Sharon states that someone who is good at event planning is needed to assist with planning the Celebration.  They wish to emphasize that this is more than a reunion.  It is a Celebration of all persons who are residents of Erickson, new or old.  This will afford everyone an opportunity to get to know their neighbours.
Les indicated that there may be a possibility of having the Lions Club involved in offering a burger BBQ or alternative lunch menu.  He is aware that Yahk has held some very successful events.  He will contact people there for ideas and tips.
New Business -  
By-Laws - The Directors are have finished the review of our by-laws and they will be brought forward at our January meeting for ratification.  We will circulate a copy of the proposed changes prior to the meeting.  This will allow everyone plenty of time to review the proposed changes.
Sharon Sadler requested a letter be written to the Department of Highways requesting action on street repairs for 35th Ave.  Phone calls from the residence seem to be falling on deaf ears.

Other –

Water System – Mr Beaudry questioned what sort of contingency funds are currently available to cover replacement of the system filters.
Les explained that the replacement cost is estimated to be approx. $800,000.  Currently there is about $600,000 in the contingency fund.  The water system is divided into two portions, one being the Arrowcreek Station and the second being the distribution system with separate budgets  The funding for these are shared between the town of Creston (67%) and Erickson (33%).  It appears that the current plan is for a 4 to 5 percent increase in water bills in the coming year to raise monies for the contingency fund.  The Regional District continues to work with the Federal and Provincial governments to seek financing to replace the old mainline.  The costs of the replacement is expected to be about $8 million.

There was also question re rumours that the Regional district intends to demand the water meters be installed.  Les indicated that there are no plans at this time.  However, there are no guarantees that this will not happen in the future.  The impetus for this is the Provincial government who are now requiring that a water saving plan be in place before making requests for funding.  Anyone who wishes more information is free to attend the water board meetings which are open to the public.  The meetings are held four times a year.  You may also feel free to contact our Area B Director John Kettle who is the Chair of the Water Board.

January 23rd Social event – The Director’s will be meeting on January 5th and will look into the possibility of the suggested hot dog roast in connection with the running of the Olympic torch.  If the event is to take place residents will be notified by e-mail, signage and announcements in the paper/ radio.
