Call To Order  -  7:08 p.m.

Moved, Brad Rae and seconded, Elvin Masuch to adopt minutes from October 28, 2008 AGM. Passed

Reports:

Chairperson’s Report - Les Mawson addressed the meeting giving a review of the past year accomplishments:

1. A successful Walk Safe program that is continuing.

2. A review of the By-laws including a setting of Erickson boundaries by the Directors to be presented at our January meeting for ratification.

3. The Directors continued to be active with the Arrowcreek Water Board providing input on behalf of our members regarding pipeline issues etc on an ongoing basis.

4. The House Numbering program continued as a means of assisting Emergency services.

5. We had a number of guest speakers to provide information and dialogue for our members at the general meetings:

a. A presentation on the Regional District By-Laws, what are they, who do we contact etc.

b. An Open meeting with the representatives of the department of highways and YRB in charge of highway maintenance to raise concerns and issues to improve safety.

Treasurer’s Report  - attached and forms a part of these minutes.  The Statement of Receipts and Disbursements showed that we spent slightly more than we brought in during the fiscal year.  Our balance at year end is $8615. 67  Of this $4338.63 is allocated toward ongoing specified programs – Walk Safe and Erickson History Project.  Moved to be accepted, Jeannie Longhurst, second, David White/ passed.
Emergency servicing house numbering report – Brad reported that we are continuing with this initiative.  Approximately 200 signs have been purchased and erected since the beginning of the project, 23 of which are new this year.  He asked for any ideas or input that would help re-ignite interest in the signs.

Walk Safe Report – We have erected three large, high profile Walk Safe signs at the Erickson boundaries this year.  There is one more sign awaiting placement near the Skimmerhorn Motel.  The department of highways needs to be re-contacted.  They charge a significant fee to erect the signs.  We are still looking for a good inexpensive source for a new supply of safety vests.  Armbands are still available and can be obtained by contacting Jeannie Longhurst.
Les acknowledged the hard work of all the present Association directors, introducing and thanking all of them.
Those with terms ending this year are:


Les Mawson, Chair, Jeannie Longhurst, Treasurer; Elvin Masuch, Director; and Jim Posynick, Director.  All of them have agreed to allow their names to stand for re-election.
Nominating Committee/Election: The Nominating committee consisted of Wendy Sommerfeld, Jackie Mawson and Julie Groot.  In addition, to those Directors who have agreed to stand for re-election, the committee have brought forward the names of three persons who are also willing to stand for election to the Board of Directors.  Wendy presented the names and asked that each introduce themselves.  They were Donna Frostad, Sheila Hamilton, and Lil Haines.  Lil addressed the meeting and requested that her name be withdrawn due to other commitments that have arisen.  Call was made for nominations from the floor.  There being none, the ballots were distributed, reminding persons to strike out Lil’s name and to vote for only 4 persons.  Ballots were collected and counted by Sharon Brennan, Wendy Sommerfeld and Lil Haines.
While ballots were being counted, there was a call for ideas to encourage greater attendance and participation.  As well, a request for any issues or concerns that residents felt they wished the Board to address in the coming year.

Suggestions were:

- looking for new ideas for social get-togethers – Hot Dog roast on Jan 23rd when the Olympic torch passes.

- Highway 3 lighting concerns between the Boundary (Skimmerhorn Motel) and the Erickson School – deer problem 

Elected for a two year term were:

Les Mawson, Jeannie Longhurst, Elvin Masuch and Jim Posynick.  With the agreement of all, the ballots were destroyed.

Les thanked those new nominees who expressed an interest in serving on the Board and invited them to feel free to attend Board meetings and become involved with committees.  We appreciate new faces and new ideas.
