Water Management Task Force (WMTF) 

A group of 8 people was formed in Fall 2009 (WMTF) with the task of developing a plan for the ID’s water. It dealt with 3 issues:

1. Water conservation

2. Water Metering

3. Additional sources – dedicated irrigation line.

The WMTF met 3 times and the members did considerable work outside the formal meetings. In 1 month they presented the report.

The Board of Trustees:

1. Rejected the proposed water conservation measures as untenable for the farming community. They agreed to convene a meeting of the main agricultural community members. This group did not offer a new alternative and recommended the return to the existing restrictions (i.e. no restrictions for agricultural irrigation).
2. A staged proposal for introduction of water meters was proposed. This was debated and the chair of the Board endorsed the staged introduction of meters at the February meeting, 2010. No further action.
3. The Board agreed to proceed with the first two stages of the dedicated irrigation line i.e.

a. Confirm the supply from the Goat River well

b. Confirm the terms of usage with those to benefit from the line.

No further action has been taken.
